Singapore, 14 December 2023 — On 13 December 2023, EQUAL, a charity which partners with 

retired and rescued animals to offer animal-assisted programmes for persons-in-need, officially 

opened its annual outreach and fundraising event. Called Christmas at the Stable, EQUAL will open 

its doors from 14 – 17 December 2023 through ticketed entry, offering the public a rare glimpse into 

the world of animal-assisted services and how it supports various beneficiaries.

Christmas at the Stable is an annual 
event for members of public to meet 
EQUAL’s herd and to learn about the 
animal-assisted services and 
programmes that we offer for 
vulnerable communities. 
 
Christmas at the Stable is also a celebration of the contributions and support of our donors, 
volunteers, community partners, corporates and other social service agencies we work with, and will 
feature repurposed Christmas lights from Orchard Road, a Christmas market featuring homegrown 
businesses and social enterprises, as well as games, talks and workshops. 
 
Proceeds from the event will go towards the care of our animal partners and keeping our 
programmes accessible for the beneficiaries we serve. 
 
What to expect 
 
Introduction to animal-assisted learning and fun for all ages 
 

From a tour of EQUAL’s stable—home to 16 horses, which include retired racehorses and polo 
horses, as well as 6 mini horses—to guided interactions with EQUAL’s animal partners, ticket holders 
will get a glimpse into how EQUAL’s animal-assisted programmes support the well-being and 
development of social, emotional and communication skills of children and youth, persons with 
special needs, and the elderly.  
 



 

 

Activities during the event—some of which involve learning how to care for or interact with horses 
safely—will be complemented by engaging games and art activities, which suitable for all ages.  
 
In celebration of sustainability, circularity and conservation 
 

In an extension of EQUAL’s dedication towards sustainability, circularity and conservation, Christmas 
at the Stable will include art activities utilising old horseshoes, plastic recycling workshops by Plastify, 
as well as talks on conservation of wildcats by Singapore Wildcat Action Group, and on the topic of 
coexistence with native wildlife by Wild Space, a conservation events organization, in conjunction 
with Our Wild Neighbours, a national initiative to raise awareness about living alongside wildlife in 
our city. 
 
Through the support of Singapore Tourism Board, Orchard Road Business Association and Q’s 
Advertising, EQUAL’s premises and stable will also be decked out in repurposed 2022 Christmas 
lights and decorations from Orchard Road during the event. 
 
Community-building and giving back 
 

Christmas at the Stable is a celebration of the contributions and support of various community and 
corporate partners, as well as the coming together of different individuals, organisations and social 
enterprises to uplift the communities that EQUAL serves. 
 
EQUAL regularly collaborates with galleries and artists to host satellite artwork exhibitions within its 
premises, often with part of the proceeds from artwork sales donated back to EQUAL. During 
Christmas at the Stables, in collaboration with Gallery 1819, members of the public are invited to 
view the exhibition titled Reflection, featuring a collection of landscapes and mixed media art by 
artist Lisa Teo.  
 
The Christmas market at Christmas at the Stable, largely supported by IN GOOD COMPANY as part 
of their #abettercompany initiative to give back to communities, will feature pop-ups by homegrown 
brands. These include IN GOOD COMPANY, Plain Vanilla, Mud Rock Ceramics and Rough Beauty, 
all of whom are donating part or all their proceeds in support of EQUAL. Young homeschoolers 
under Little U will also be fundraising for EQUAL during the event, setting up a booth to sell their 
handmade creations at the Christmas market.  
 
Besides food and beverage offerings by brands including Common Man Coffee Roasters and Birds 
of Paradise, EQUAL’s Christmas at the Stable will also be a chance to support local makers, through 
hands-on, drop-in workshops by Roger&Sons, Sculptable, and more.
